As | prepared for my term as President, | knew it would be one of the hardest, and, most rewarding volunteer roles | would
ever accept. As | reflect back over all of our hard work during the 2014-2015 League year, | hope that you were ENGAGED,
ENGOURAGED and ENERGZIED. Because of your dedication, commitment and support we were able to make strides in all
areas of our beloved organization. I'd like to highlight a few of these wonderful accomplishments:

Junior League Savannah continued to broaden and refine our communication outlets to reach more members in more ways.
To keep our communication timely, we implemented event-specific postcards and invitations. We also added an Instagram
account, to reach an even wider social media audience and to complement our existing Facebook and Twitter accounts. Lastly,
we redesigned our weekly e-blast, giving it a cleaner, more modern look.

We continued our strong community partnerships and outreach through projects such as: Ronald McDonald House
